2. To help finance the show, a $10.00 per lamb entry fee 

will be charged and a $5.00 showmanship fee. All money is due at 
the time of entry (July 6, 2009) and checks should be made to: 

Carroll County 4-H.  Any entries received after July 6, 2009 

will be charged  $15/lamb entry fee. 

   

3. *If entries are not received and in the hands of the show  

committee the day of the show you will not be eligible to show 

in The West Georgia Lamb Classic. 

  

4. Entry fee’s are non refundable. 
 
5. Classes are open to 4-H and FFA members. 

 
6. Entries are due no later than July 6, 2009 along with money. 

There will be a 225 entry cut off. Entries and money should be 
mailed to:

7. An exhibitor can show a maximum of four (4) lambs. Entries 
must be Wether or Ewe lambs (No Rams Allowed). 

 

8. All exhibitors must show his/her own lamb in all classes and  

Showmanship, unless two market lambs fall in the same 

market class and permission has been granted by the show 

committee. THE EXHIBITOR MUST BE PRESENT FOR 

HIS OR HER LAMBS TO BE SHOWN IN MARKET OR 

SHOWMANSHIP. NO EXCEPTIONS! 

 

9. All lambs must have an identification ear tag. 
 
                    10. All Georgia 4-H & FFA State Show Rules apply. 

Decisions made by the Show Committee regarding rules and  

Regulations will be final. 

 



Since pen space is limited, all participants should pen their lambs in assigned 
pens. 
 
There will be a showmanship class for pre-schoolers and they may borrow a 
lamb in order to participate. 
 
Exhibitors are encouraged to show their lambs freshly shorn. 
 

The barn will be open on Friday at 12:00 noon and Saturday morning at 

6:30 AM. Weigh-in will be from 7:00 to 10:00 AM on Saturday, July 11. 

Showmanship will begin promptly at 11:00 AM followed by Market 

Classes. 
 

All lambs will be inspected by a State Veterinarian/Dept. of Ag Inspector.   

Health papers should be available upon request.
